· CA Endevor SCM and Mainframe 2.0
· Release Status Endevor:
· R7 – service ended 4/30/10

· R12 – service due to end 11/30/11

· R14 – GA May 2010

· Version 15 – coming soon

· Version 16 – in planning stages

· They will now be upgrading the to the next ‘Version’ of Endevor as opposed to the next ‘Release’
· Also they will not have service packs, instead they will have package maintenance bundles.

· Release Status CMEW:

· R7.1 – service ended 8/31/10

· R12 – went GA Aug 2009

· Version TBD – planning

· Extended CA testing tools integration allows abend info to be stored in Endevor’s MCF
· Enhanced Eclipse-based UI
· Integration with IBM’s RTC
· Integration with CA Clarity, Service Desk, Agile Vision, Product Vision

· User-defined auto email notify triggers
· ‘Alter’ action for administrative corrections

3. Open Forum
· Majority of people present were still on R12
· Only 1 person present was currently using promotion packages.

· Some reasons for not using it were:
·  existing package naming conventions linked to environment;
·  and if you decide not to continue with the promotion pkg after starting it and moving it up the expected paths – there is no easy way to complete it and not lose the history of the earlier moves.  (can’t commit a pkg that hasn’t run)
· One company present was currently BETA testing Version 15 of Endevor.
· The main Version 15 feature they were interested in was the Enhanced Eclipse UI 

· They had not run into any issues with existing features.
· Question was asked - do people think CA support for releases ends too early? 

· Dropping support means no new issues are addressed but help is still available for existing issues.
· Usually by the time support drops most issues have been discovered.  Though their may be exceptions – for instance an older Endevor not functioning properly with a newer ZOS release.
· Question on DAR process:
· DARs go to INUGE & Presidents.  Then they filter down to the User Groups and our responses are sent back up.
· One way to add a DAR is to make a suggestion to CA Support – it goes on a list.  If a lot of people make the same suggestion it may make the top ten.

· Question on how the different companies are handling parallel development:
· Most common method was to just decide how many Endevor environments you need and how you want to map them

· One group uses the subsystem to separate the development areas to different output libraries.
