Gen Portfolio and Model Analysis – Understanding What You’ve Got
Teimo Tokoro, Consultant, Jumar Solutions Ltd
Does your organization fully understand the contents of its CA Gen models and how changes to one area may affect another? Can you quantify how well they adhere to your in-house standards, or pinpoint the areas which might prove problematic for an upgrade or enhancement exercise? The reality is that most Gen portfolios have evolved over time into large, complex, interrelated sets of functionality which are difficult to manage and maintain.

This presentation will show how automated tools can be used to investigate the contents of Gen models and encyclopedias, and how to put the results of such investigations to practical use to improve application performance, maintainability and quality, to evaluate compliance to site standards (and correct where appropriate), and to estimate project work based on model structures and complexity.

Main Topic was the building of more than 60 handwritten Cobol-Sources. 

The encyclopedia was downsized from MVS to Windows.

Aspects including cost justification, securing management buy-in, and business issues encountered will be supplemented with an overview of the technical steps undertaken, the role of Project Phoenix automation, and practical lessons learned.

Organizations wishing to modernise their Gen systems need to go through a process of changing their Gen models and generating and deploying in new ways. New automation software solutions will be presented which dramatically increase the ROI on such projects, making them feasible when previously they may have been considered too time-consuming or costly.
