Security is a major issue at Justice Information Systems where several Justice related agencies have systems that share a common database. Some of the database areas are Agency specific – and are accessed only by that Agency’s dialogs with Agency specific subschemas.

Several key subject databases are in “common” areas that are shared by all Agencies – these are only accessed and updated by authorized “Common Routines” with very restricted subschemas. The (Advantage CA-ADSO) Common Routines of necessity have different subschemas than the Agency dialogs that LINK to them – so run unit extension is not possible. As a result we average 7.5 run units per task (some tasks have 100’s of run units) – compared to 1.2 and 1.5 run units per task at similar Advantage CA-IDMS sites in South Australia.

If we can eliminate the subschema from the Common Routine dialogs – run units established at higher levels in the application thread will be kept open when they LINK to the Common Routines – where currently they are not. The Common Routines will access the Central Databases without a subschema by using “Predefined Run Units” and a specially designed, in-house developed DML processor.

This paper first discusses the background issues that have caused our performance problem, and then gives a high level overview of how we hope to solve the problem. Finally, we discuss the implementation of “Predefined Run Units for Application Databases” in some detail.
