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This paper describes which model artefacts of a CA Gen application need to be re-generated and/or re-installed after certain modelling activities have been conducted.
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A generic application design
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Load Module A packages Procedure Steps A1 and A2. Within the Action Diagram of Procedure Step A1 there is a “use” of Action Block AB1. Within the Action Diagram of Procedure Step A2 there is a “use” of Action Block AB2. There is a Link Flow from Procedure Step A1 to Procedure Step A2.
Load Module B packages Procedure Steps B1 and B2. Within the Action Diagram of Procedure Step B1 there is also a “use” of Action Block AB1. There is a Link Flow from Procedure Step B1 to Procedure Step B2.
There is a Link Flow from Procedure Step A1 in Load Module A to Procedure Step B2 in Load Module B.
