
Stock Price Demo programs updated for RO89206 (part of IDMS R19 INC03).

RO79890 (IDMS R19 INC01) delivered a stock price demo to demonstrate the Web Services consumer feature.  I updated those programs subtly changing them to Non-Autostatus and making a tweak here and there and later updated them for INC02.

[bookmark: _GoBack]So now along comes RO89206 which includes an API for Web Services that is part of INC03.   So I decided to get my hands dirty a little and redid the ADS stock price demo using the new API.  Notice no user Cobol program is involved now, a much simpler result thanks to the API.  Dave Dillon’s conversion of the other demo dialog made this pretty easy to figure out.  I really think the parsing in ADS/ O is as easy, if not easier, than it is using the Cobol verbs.  If you have the existing map and pre-map process in a dictionary, you can just add STOCKREC and STOCKENT with DDDL and then use IDMSWSTK to generate the dialog with BCOM.  Also add IDMSWSTK task to your sysgen also if you like:
       ADD TASK IDMSWSTK             
           INVOKES PROGRAM ADSORUN1  
           LOCATION IS ANY           
       .                             
That way you can run the dialog without having to type ADS before it.  

I can’t guarantee these will work for you but they work for me.  Try them if you like.  No warranty is express or implied, you are on your own, but if you have a question you can find me lurking on the community site now and then and I can try to help.  You will need the other pieces from RO79890 to make the ADS version work (map and pre-map process module) which are located in CAGJSAMP where the Cobol programs were also originally delivered.  

I also converted the procedure version (STOKPRCP) to get familiar with the API Cobol flavor and have enclosed it along with the ADS components.  Uses the same SQL procedure from RO79890.
