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Title:  Populating Timesheet with Option of Copying from Previous Timesheet Add More Tasks Than Expected

Select 'Copy time entries from previous timesheet' on the Timesheet Options page, on a new timesheet click 'Populate'. Tasks added into the new timesheet include not only the ones from the previous timesheet, but also ones that the resource is currently assigned to, open for time entry, and have non-zero ETC. Is this a defect? 
Solution:

This is per the current design. There is an open Enhancement Request that is currently under review by our Product Management team.
ENHANCEMENT REQUEST SUMMARY DESCRIPTION 
In the timesheet you can select how the timesheet should be populated. One of the options is 'Copy time entries from previous timesheet'. We request that this functionality only copies the time entries from the previous period and not include the timesheet population algorithm which may add more entries. 

HOW THE PRODUCT WORKS TODAY 
When populating timesheets with the option 'Copy time entries from previous period' also includes the timesheet population algorithm, next to the tasks from previous period. 

HOW THEY WOULD LIKE IT TO WORK 
When populating timesheets with the option 'Copy time entries from previous period' only the tasks from previous period should be copied.
