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DevTest 8.2 –How To - Service Virtualization 
 
New feature – Virtualize Soap requests with attachments
The ability to virtualize SOAP requests with attachments was a part of the previous Lisa releases but there was a problem reported with the SOAP parsing. The SOAP request arguments were not being shown in the VSI and the attachment was being treated as binary. That has been fixed in DevTest 8.2. Here’s how we will go about testing this feature. 
· We will start off by making calls to an external SOAP service using SOAP UI and verifying that the attachments work well with that service
· Then we will configure DevTest Recorder to point to that service and make the same call and record the request and the response and then creating the VS
· After deploying the VS, we will use SOAP UI once again to verify that the newly deployed VS returns response for requests with attachments.
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	Using SOAP UI here

New Project created with the WSDL as http://www.predic8.com/material/ArticleService?wsdl 
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	SOAP project created with 4 methods. We will use the create method to send a SOAP request and add an attachment to it. This call will return the ID as the response. 
We will then use this ID and use the get method to verify that the attachment was sent over
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Body of the Create method includes the values as shown. An attachment called Organic-Attachment.txt is a sample file created. That is used as the attachment to this request body.

Click the  [image: ] button to execute the request. The output will be similar to what is seen here. Grab the output result in this case AR-00305 and copy it. 
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Now expand the get method request and past the value copied above in the id field.

Click the [image: ] button to execute this request.
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You will see the correct response.
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Now that we have seen how SOAPUI makes calls using an attachment, let’s record this same service using DevTest Workstation.
Open up the DevTest Workstation and click on the VSE Recorder
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Give the names for the Image and Model as ‘soap-attach’ as shown
Click Next
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	Provide the information on the VSE recorder listening port in this case 8009. Target host and port info are provided as shown. 
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	Recording has now started.

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	Request made to localhost and port 8009. This request is then forwarded by the Recorder port to actual service running and the response is seen next. 
Notice we also used the attachment file as shown. In this case, we used a file called as soapui.log.
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	Response of the request made
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	You will see the request comes into the VSE Recorder. 
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	Choose the default Base path and click Next
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	Change the Request Side Data Protocol to Webservices (SOAP) if it is not selected by default. 
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	Take the defaults on this screen. Click Next.
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	The recording is now complete. Click Finish to close the VSE Recorder window.
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	A look at the VSI that was just created. As you can see the request arguments are seen as expected. 
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In the DevTest Workstation, right click the soap-attach.vsm and select Deploy/Redeploy to VSE@Default. 
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	Notice the VS is now deployed and in running state. 
The Transaction Counts for this is 0. 
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	Back to SOAP UI this time, choose the port that the VS is running on as shown and make the request. 
The response comes back successfully. 
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	Right click the Service and select Inspection View. You will see that there was a match that was reported.

So virtual service with SOAP Attachment works as expected to work with the real service.
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
